Gen. Gregory S. Martin is Commander, Air Force Materiel Command, Wright-Patterson Air Force Base, Ohio. The command conducts research, development, test and evaluation, and provides acquisition management services and logistics support necessary to keep Air Force weapon systems ready for war.

General Martin was born in Fort Myer, Va., and graduated from Landon High School, Bethesda, Md., in 1966. He earned a bachelor of science degree from the U.S. Air Force Academy in 1970 and a master's degree in business management from Central Michigan University in 1977. He entered the Air Force in June 1970 with a commission from the U.S. Air Force Academy. In addition to flying 161 combat missions in Southeast Asia, he commanded the 67th Tactical Fighter Squadron, the 479th Tactical Training Wing, and the 33rd and 1st fighter wings. He also served as the Joint Staff's J-8 Vice Director and the Air Force's Director of Operational Requirements. Before assuming his current position, he was Commander, U.S. Air Forces in Europe; Commander, Allied Air Forces Northern Europe; and Air Force Component Commander, U.S. European Command, Ramstein Air Base, Germany. 

General Martin is a command pilot with more than 4,100 flying hours in various aircraft, including the AT-38, F-4, F-15 and C-20.
