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Software Code Management Policy

Definition:

Software Code Management involves the consistent act of performing a well-defined engineering process that translates the design into coding activities to produce correct and consistent products effectively and efficiently.

Code Policy Goals:

The Software Code Management goals are to:

      a. Ensure coding tasks are defined, integrated, and consistently performed to produce the software within a given methodology.

      b. Ensure software work products are kept consistent within a given methodology. 

Code Policy:

The SSG Software Code Management Policy applies SSG-wide.

      a. Adequate resources, budget, and training must be available before software coding activities are initiated. 

      b. The software code must be developed, maintained, documented, and verified, according to the project's software development plan and coding standards.

      c. Each project must conduct software code error prevention activities, (i.e. peer reviews, a structured walk-through, and software inspections). 

      d. A mechanism must be used for ensuring traceability between the software detailed design and the code. 
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
