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Release of Source Code Policy

Definition:

This policy contains the practices for the release of source code either acquired or developed by SSG program offices.  

It also prescribes the measures to be taken when source code is removed from the protection of the SSG network security controls by SSG military and civilian employees. 

Release of source code goal:

The release of source code goal is to:

--Ensure proper protection of source code that is removed from SSG by military and civilian employees 

Release of Source Code Policy:
The SSG Release of Source Code Policy applies SSG-wide.

      a. No development or acquisition office will release government software artifacts to any agency (DoD or contractor) without the prior approval of the Command Section. (The provisions of SSGI 64-2, Vender and Contractor Contracts, apply)   

      b. Each request for source code will be routed through SSG Products and Services and the Staff Judge Advocate for evaluation and coordination on a case-by-case basis, with final approval by SSG/EV.

      c. All source code releases will be processed through the project Configuration Manager and SSG Product Distribution.

      d. When the Software Project Manager determines it necessary for a military or civilian employee to remove source code from the protection of the SSG network security controls, formal written permission will be provided to those individuals.

      e. Employees who remove source code from the protection of the SSG network security controls must have written permission from the Software Project Manager and that permission must cite the time frame for which the permission is granted and the CI indicators for the code that is to be removed. 

      f. Under no circumstances will contractors be allowed to remove source code from the protection of the SSG network security controls except as outlined in SSGI 64-2.
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
