Description:  

This procedure creates the physical database and populates it with the initial data.  The initial data may need to be converted from its current state to accommodate the organization of the physical database.  If the data conversion and load process will require additional software to be developed, the project team should create the additional software using the normal SEP procedures.
Entry Criteria: 
The following shall be completed before beginning this procedure:
· Database Specification (DS) [SWTM008]
· Design Document (DD) [SWTM017]
· Interface Requirements Agreement (IRA) [SWTM005]

· Requirements Traceability Matrix (RTM) in Dynamic Object-Oriented Requirements System (DOORS) 
Procedure Steps: (These steps are not necessarily performed sequentially.) 
1.   Lead Programmer:  Develop the physical database.
2.   Lead Programmer:  Perform quality assurance activities.

Lead Programmer shall ensure that peer reviews of the physical database are performed IAW the procedure, Peer Review [RVPR003]. 
3.   Lead Programmer:  Plan data conversion and load activities.

      a. Identify the technical approach to convert and load the data.

      b. Develop the requirements for any new software to convert and load the data.
      c. Plan the data conversion and load process.
4.   Project Manager:  Update project risks.

Evaluate previously identified risks and identify any new risks related to database development.  Update Risk Radar accordingly.

5.   Lead Programmer:  Develop code and tests for data conversion and loading.
Develop software and procedures for converting and loading the data.  Create test descriptions related to the code.  Execute the Unit, Integration and Function and System Tests.  

6.   Lead Programmer:  Populate the database.

7.   Lead Programmer:  Perform quality assurance activities.

Lead Programmer shall ensure that peer reviews of output work products are performed IAW the Peer Review procedure [RVPR003]. 
Exit Criteria: 
The following work products are a result of completing this procedure:

· Physical database loaded with initial data and tested.
· Tested software required to convert and load the data.
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
